Turn left onto Sussex Drive and follow to MacKenzie Avenue
Turn right onto MacKenzie Avenue

Fairmont Chateau Laurier is on the right at the corner of MacKenzie Avenue and Rideau Street

From the South (U.S. border / Hwy 401)
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Follow Hwy 416 North

Exit onto Hwy 417 East towards Ottawa

Take exit 120 for Kent Street

Turn right onto Wellington Street

Fairmont Chateau Laurier is on the left after the Parliament Buildings
